PSAT TESTING UPDATE

IN EARLY FALL, COUNSELORS SHARED INFORMATION ABOUT THE PSAT WITH THE 10TH
AND 11TH GRADE STUDENTS. THE PSAT WAS ADMINISTERED ON OCTOBER 14TH AT WVHS.

THE PSAT SCORES WILL BE AVAIILABLE TO STUDENTS ON 11/6 FOR STUDENTS WHO TOOK
THE EXAM ON 10/14 AND 11/16 FOR STUDENTS WHO TOOK THE EXAM ON 10/24. IF YOU
NEED HELP WITH UNDERSTANDING YOUR SCORES PLEASE SIGN UOP TO ATTEND A
WORKSHOP WHERE COUNSELORS WILL HELP TO WALK STUDENTS THROUGH THE SCORE
REPORT. THE PSAT SHOULD PROVIDE A CONTEXT FOR WHAT WORK NEEDS TO BE DONE IN
ORDER TO PREPARE FOR THE SAT OR ACT, AS WELL AS A BASE SCORE RANGE TO USE IN
CONSIDERING POTENTIAL COLLEGES.

DO YOU HAVE A10TH OR 11TH GRADER INTERESTED IN THE MILITARY? THE ASVAB EXAM
WILL TAKE PLACE NOVEMBER 21ST. THE ASVAB HELPS THE DOD NOT JUST DETERMINE
